1. Scope

This addendum applies until further notice.
It sets out changes and exceptions to our normal behaviour policy. Pupils, parents and staff should continue to follow our normal behaviour policy with respect to anything not covered in this addendum.

We may need to amend or add to this addendum as circumstances or official guidance changes. We will communicate any changes to staff, parents and pupils.
2. Expectations for pupils in school
2.1 New rules
When pupils are in school, we expect them to follow all of the rules set out below to keep themselves and the rest of the school community safe.
Staff will be familiar with these rules and make sure they are followed consistently. 
Parents should also read the rules and ensure that their children follow the new procedures that have been put in place. Parents should contact Mrs Burton or Mrs Farmer if they think their child might not be able to comply with some or all of the rules, so we can consider alternative arrangements and support them to integrate back into school life.
Routines for Arriving or Leaving School:

Children will enter school through their designated entrance at the agreed time and will wash their hands in their designated sink area and join their class bubble. 
At their appointed home time, children will wash their hands and will leave the building from their designated exit. They will leave one at a time when their parent comes to collect them, keeping their distance from other families as they leave the school site. 

Hygiene, such as handwashing and sanitising:
Children will be expected to follow all hand washing and hygiene routines while in school.  Children will wash hands using soap and water before entering school, after returning from the outside, before and after eating and at regular intervals during the day. 

We ask children to follow the catch it, bin it, kill it, mantra when in school, if they need to cough or sneeze, they should use a tissue or crook of their arm.  After disposing of any tissues they should wash or sanitise hands. Children will be reminded not to touch their face, mouth, nose or eyes while at school. They will be taught to not cough or spit at other people. 
Should a child refuse to follow these routines, support and understanding will be shown and nurturing will be used to try and encourage all children to follow these expectations but sanctions will be followed if children refuse to follow these rules.  
During the School Day:

Movement around the school will be limited and children will need to follow the markers on the floor in the school building.  Children will be expected to follow an adult from their bubble on their designated route. 

Children will remain in their class bubbles all day and will not mix with other class bubbles.  They will be instructed as to where their play zone for lunchtimes and playtimes will be and will be expected to remain in their own zone.  Children will be supervised at all times. 
Children must have a responsibility for their own equipment e.g. water bottles and ensure that these are not shared with other pupils and that they do not use other children’s equipment.  
Children will be expected to tell a member of staff if they are unwell and are exhibiting signs of Coronavirus by raising their hand. 

Children can only use their designated block of toilets and must wash their hands thoroughly once they have used the toilet.  
2.2 Rewards and sanctions for following rules
To help encourage pupils to follow the above rules, we will:

Award team points and stickers to those pupils seen actively trying to follow the expectations. 
However, if pupils fail to follow these rules, we will:

Speak to the child involved and find out if it was intentional or accidental.  If intentional then staff will follow our behaviour policy sanctions.
2.3 Changed rules 
Our school rules remain the same. 
· Expectations for attendance – the latest government guidance says attendance has been mandatory from September. Our attendance policy is available on our school website.  
· Expectations for uniform – the government encouraged schools to revert to normal policy on this from September but please note that children will be wearing PE kits to school for the day on the days they have PE and Forest school clothes on Forest school afternoons.  
3.1 Remote learning 
If pupils are not in school, we expect them to maintain high standards in their work as would be the expectation in school.  Comments sent to teachers from pupils or parents should be of appropriate content.
3.2 Dealing with problems
If there are any problems with pupils adhering to rules around remote learning, including if they don’t engage with the remote learning set for them, we will:
Engage with pupils and families by telephone or email to try to offer support, encouragement and practical advice.   
4. Monitoring arrangements

We will review this policy as guidance from the local authority or Department for Education is updated, and at regular intervals. At every review, it will be approved by the full governing board.
